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SPRING CHIPPING

SPRING FIRESMART YARD MAINTENANCE

Don’t Let Dead Cedars Become a Hazard!

Spring is the perfect time to give your yard a fresh start, and
that includes taking care of dead or dying cedar trees.

Dead cedars are highly flammable. Their dry, resin-rich
wood and fallen needles act like kindling, allowing fire to
ignite and spread quickly. They also weaken over time,
increasing the risk of branches or entire trees falling without
warning.

Keeping dead vegetation on your property isn't just a safety
concern, it's a Bylaw issue. In Oliver, Good Neighbour Bylaw
1357 prohibits the build up of dead landscaping, and Fire
Control Bylaw 1369 considers accumulations of combustible
materials a potential fire hazard.

What You Can Do This Spring
e Inspect your yard for dead or dying trees
e Remove fallen needles, branches, and wood debris

e Arrange for proper removal or disposal of dead
landscaping

e Consider FireSmart landscaping around your home
